Seminar of the Canadian Rockies

Monday, June 19 - Wednesday, July 12, 2006
Earth 135 - Our route will take us through some of the most spectacular parks in the western USA and Canada, where you will become familiar with the larger plate tectonic picture of Western North America, as well as the geology of the parks themselves. Our trip north will include stops at Dinosaur N.M., the Uinta Mountains and Flaming Gorge, Yellowstone and the Grand Tetons, and Waterton-Glacier International Peace Park.  We will be spending a little over a week in the Canadian Rockies, which has some of the most spectacularly scenic country in the world!  We will see fold and thrust belts, ancient rocks, active glaciers, great wildlife, and much, much more.  Finally our return trip will be through the Cascade Range, including Shasta and Lassen. We only offer this course every other year, so don’t miss out on the trip of a lifetime!

Instructional and Support Staff
Jan Schultz and Jeff Meyer will provide instruction throughout the trip.  Bill Harz, Lab Supervisor, organizes and supervises the logistics of the trip and camp set-up.
Cost of Trip and Request to Participate
Cost:  $750.  A $100 (non-refundable) deposit is due no later than May 5.  Final payment of balance is due no later than Friday, June 17.  Make checks payable to: SBCC. Pay at the Cashier's Office in the Student Services building.  Bennett Scholarships are available for those with financial need.  The cost does not include SBCC unit fees.
